Fortunately, you can download t
form from the Association website to reapply, but since | recently recertified both my PSP and CCC certificat
I'll summarize.

It's all based on the credit system and it takes 15 credits over 3 years to recertify. Being fully employed gets
maximum of 3 credits per year, it's those other 6 credits that are tough to corral. One easy way to collect tho.
sive credits is through continuing education. Our "technical meetings" aka Dinner Meetings will net you a tot:
of .25 credits for each meeting attended, maximum of 1 credit per year. That will get you halfway to recertific
and we throw in some great networking opportunities and dinner to boot.

Seminars and courses in the field also count, as does our Spring Symposium, the Western Winter Workshor
Monterey, or the AACEi Annual Meeting which will be held next year in Atlanta. 1 credit is equal to 10 hours.
attendance at last year's Spring Symposium netted attendees 1.5 credits, a pretty good deal.

Other ways to recertify include publishing and or presenting articles on cost engineering, teaching in the fielc
submitting a test question for one of the many certification exams. Oh, yes volunteering is also an excellent
collect credits too. Serving as an elected officer or board member will net you 2 credits per year, proctoring &
exam will get you .1 credits per hour or a total of .7 credits for the whole exam.

Lastly we are each required to document our own credits, so keep those receipts and certificates, think abou
tending some of our events and we are always looking for new Board Members so don't be shy. | hope to se
all at our next Dinner Meeting.
